On behalf of the Pan American Karate Federation (PKF) and the Brazilian 

Karate Confederation (CBK), we are pleased to extend the invitation to your 

National Federation to participate in the XXXIX Pan American Senior and U21 

Karate Championship, which will take place from May 25 to May 30, 2026, in 

Macaé, Rio de Janeiro, Brazil. 

LOCATION OF MACAÉ 

 

Located in the northern region of the State of Rio de Janeiro, the city of Macaé 

is nationally recognized as the National Capital of Oil, being one of the main hubs of 

the oil and gas industry in Brazil. Modern, well-structured, and welcoming, the city 

combines economic development, excellent hotel and gastronomic infrastructure, as 

well as a privileged natural environment between the sea and the mountains. 

 

Macaé is approximately 190 km from Tom Jobim International Airport (Galeão), 

in the city of Rio de Janeiro. The road trip takes approximately 2 hours and 30 

minutes to 3 hours, depending on traffic conditions, with access via the main 

highways of the state. 

 

In addition to its business dynamism, Macaé enchants visitors with its tourist 

attractions. The municipality features beautiful beaches such as Praia dos 

Cavaleiros, known for its urbanized waterfront and varied gastronomic offerings, and 

Praia do Pecado, popular for sports activities. For nature and ecotourism lovers, 

Lagoa de Imboassica and Pico do Frade stand out as major natural landmarks of the 

region, ideal for hiking and sightseeing.

Each country may register a maximum of two athletes per individual category 

and one team per gender. 

At this Pan American Championship, the 1st, 2nd, and only the 3rd place in the 

Senior Team Kumite and Senior Team Kata categories (Male and Female) will qualify 

directly for the Senior Team World Cup 2026, which will take place in Hangzhou, 

China, from November 20 to 22, 2026. 

 

REFEREES 

The event organization will provide accommodation for up to three (3) referees 

per country, provided that they hold PKF or WKF accreditation. The accommodation 

provided by the organization will be from May 25 to May 30, 2026. 

Each National Federation must send the referees’ information (full name, 

referee accreditation level, arrival date, and departure date) by April 30, 2026, to the 

following email address: diretortecnicocbk@gmail.com . 

Please note that transportation between the airport and the city of Macaé will 

be the responsibility of the referees.

ENTRY RESTRICTIONS TO BRAZIL 

In general, citizens of most countries in the American continent may enter 

Brazil without a visa for tourism or short visits of up to 90 days. Brazil maintains visa 

exemption agreements with the majority of countries in the Americas. 

However, citizens of the following American countries are currently required to 

obtain a visa to enter Brazil: 

• United States 

• Canada 

• Cuba 

• Haiti 

• Mexico 

• Honduras 

Citizens of these countries must apply for a visa or an electronic visa (e-

Visa) before traveling to Brazil, generally due to reciprocity, as Brazilian citizens are 

also required to obtain a visa to enter those countries.
